Councilmember Meamber questioned the decommissioning of a well for F & S Grade
Road with some discussion.

Ginger Pennington — 1524 Lindsay Loop, Mt. Vernon, addressed the Council on a
proposed community center for veterans. She noted that they have been looking at
locating it at the Northern State Hospital and reviewed some of the plans for the center.
She stated that they are just getting started, requested future council support and
answered several questions. '

Julian Pavesi — 519 Sapp Rd., addressed the Council regarding a fencing project that has
been previously addressed. He expressed concern of safety and believes the fence



violates the City’s vision clearance triangles. He presented pictures of the area of
concern and cited areas of the City Code which he believes are in violation.

Bio-Diesel Pilot Project

Mayor Dillon introduced the Bio-diesel Pilot Project information noting that the topic had
been presented at an earlier worksession.

Debbie Allen — Sewer Department Foreman addressed the Council and reviewed the plan
for a pilot project utilizing 3 vehicles from the Public Works departments for a 6-month
period. She noted the pilot plan would include the Street Department which would burn
bio-diesel in a back-hoe, Sewer Department in a Vac Truck and the Solid Waste
Department in one of their garbage trucks. Allen then introduced Joshua Clemens of
Whole Energy Fuels.

Joshua Clemens — 409 V2 14™ St., Bellingham, representing Whole Energy Fuels
addressed the Council. He noted they are a local provider for bio-diesel and presented
background information on bio-diesel. He stated it is a renewable fuel and can be used
on any diesel burning engine and is made from oil bearing plants or recycled vegetable
oils. Clemens reviewed the benefits of using bio-diesel.

Council discussion ensued to include price, power, weather, affect on vehicle warranties,
current cost for diesel, environmental benefits of bio-diesel, older vehicles and readying
vehicles for bio-diesel use.

Councilmember Lemley moved to authorize the Mayor to enter into a six-month project
using bio-diesel in three of the Public Works Department vehicles. Seconded by
Councilmember Anderson seconded. Motion carried 5-1 (Councilmember Splane

opposed).
COMMITTEE REPORTS AND REPORTS FROM OFFICERS

Mayor Dillon — noted a copy of a letter at each Council seat that she will be sending to
Skagit County regarding the topic of sharing of sales tax.

Councilmember Anderson — questioned the status of the Cell Phone Tax revenues, letters
regarding cigarette butts and the Landmark fence issue.

Clerk/Treasurer Nelson noted the funds are coming in close to the projections. Attorney
Berg noted the letter has not gone out but will soon. Planner Rozema stated the letter



regarding the fence was an FYT letter to inform the Council. He also noted that in order
for Landmark to build the fence, the person who wrote the letter will have to remove her
fence because it is encroaching on Landmark property. Rozema stated he has contacted
Landmark and requested they contact the letter writer to resolve the problem.

Discussion ensued regarding commitments made for approval of the project regarding
fencing. Attorney Berg noted that there is current discussions going on with the property
owners and their attorney on this issue.

Councilmember Lemley — announced the upcoming Chamber of Commerce event
scheduled for tomorrow evening “Taste of Sedro-Woolley” after hour’s event at Hammer
Heritage Square with several of the local restaurants providing food sampling of their
menus.

Councilmember Colgan — noted the Street Departments paving and road repairs and
commended them for a good job.

Councilmember Meamber — concurred with Councilmember Colgan.

Police Lt. Tucker — announced the delivery of two new vehicles. He also stated that he,
the two sergeants and the fire arms instructor will be trained next week to become “tazer’
certified. Tucker also updated the Council on the recent officer involved accident and
repairs to the vehicles. He also noted there is an effort to patrol the downtown area for
alcohol over service violations.

b

Fire Chief Klinger — announced the availability of tickets for the burn foundation dance
in October as well as the upcoming 9/11 spaghetti feed sponsored by the volunteers and
local Eagles Club with the proceeds going to the Lacey Klinger Memorial Scholarship
Fund.

Engineer Blair — noted the progress of the Township Street sewer project.

Mayor Dillon — stated that she lives in the area of the project and commended the
construction company for their safety efforts.

Clerk/Treasurer Nelson — announced some staffing changes. She noted that Julie Rosario
has transferred to the Public Works Department. As a result of the change payroll will
now be prepared by Rob Tiffany of Tiffany Financial Services, who also prepares the
City of Burlington’s payroll. Ariel Wesson a volunteer firefighter and former employee
has returned to fill in on a temporary basis and the office hours have been changed to 8
am to 5 pm as a result of the transfer.

Councilmember Meamber — questioned the status of the Hospital’s sewer connection.

Councilmember Lemley — commented on the quality of the paving on some of the street
by the City and questioned if the work was preliminary or a completed job.



Engineer Blair noted the work was preliminary and still has more to be completed.

Re:  Gary Hanson — Duplex Building Permits on Hyatt Place

Background

Gary Hanson obtained building permits for four duplexes on Hyatt Place in 1998. The two
buildings to the East (609-611 and 613-615) were partially completed, but not finished; it
appears work on these structures ceased in 1999. Work was not started on the two duplexes to
the West (601-603 and 605-607). The building permits expired in 1999. At the time Mr. Hanson
obtained the original building permits, the City did not charge GMA impact fees. Mr. Hanson
did pay a police and school fee under SEPA, and a sewer connection fee of $3,300 per unit.
Since then, the City has imposed GMA impact fees, increased sewer general facilities charges,
and enacted a sewer moratorium on duplex permits that would apply to these lots.

Mr. Hanson applied for four new permits two weeks ago. The City staff made exceptions where
we thought we could justify a break for the applicant. Though this appeared to be an “all or
nothing” situation, City staff ended up “splitting the baby”, and charging Mr. Hanson only the
building permit renewal for the two half-finished buildings, and the full fee structure for the
buildings for which no work had been done (less credit for previous payments). The combined
end result seemed fair and appropriate, though it is a difficult situation from a regulatory aspect,
with little written guidance. We did the best that we could, and tried to not give preferential

treatment.

609-611 and 613-615 Hyatt Place

Mr. Hanson is receiving renewed permits for the two partially finished houses, for one-half the
permit fee, no plan check fee, no impact fees, and no new sewer connection fee. The total fee for

each of these structures is $726.48. See attached summary.

601-603 and 605-607 Hyatt Place

Mr. Hanson is being charged the current building permit, plan check and sewer connection fees
with credit for the previous payments in 1998, and the current GMA impact fees for the permits
on the West lots for which no work had started. He is treated as “grandfathered” for purposes of




the sewer moratorium. The total fee for each of these structures is $15,110.93. See attached
summary.

Applicant’s Request

Mr. Hanson seeks relief from the increased sewer costs ($15,864) for 601-603 and 605-607 Hyatt
Place. Please see his letter, copy attached.

Staff Recommendation’

While there would be an appeal process for GMA impact fees (not before you), there is no
provision in City ordinances for a reduction of the sewer connection fee for this situation. The
City Council is bound by City ordinances. However, the City Council has inherent authority to
compromise and settle disputed claims against the City if it perceives a bona fide risk of loss.
All similarly situated applicants must be treated alike. Within these parameters, Mayor Dillon
asks the City Council to authorize the increase in sewer connection (GFC) fees be waived, due to

Mr. Hanson’s illness.

Following a discussion with Jesse Raymond, City Building Supervisor, we have decided
that 609/611 Hyatt Place and 613/615 Hyatt Place may continue to building under the
UBC Codes with no additional Plan Check fees and no additional impact or connection
fees. 50% of the current Building Permit Fee would be required, per the IBC for lapsed
building permits. These duplexes are partially constructed, and need to be finished.

It is more difficult to determine what should be done for the permits for those duplexes
not yet started, especially as these would be subject to the sewer moratorium which
applies to duplexes. However, because of your illness and other factors, the City believes

that an exception should be made.

For 605/607 Hyatt Place and 601/603 Hyatt Place, it will be necessary {o reapply for new
building permits, and pay current fees being charged. Credit will be allowed for those
fees already paid. Reta Stephenson will compute the amounts due for the four permits on

Affordable Tree Service  $1,400.00

There is enough money in the current Fire Department budget in the Training

PUBLIC WORKS AGREEMENT
Tree Removal Fire Training Site

The City of Sedro-Woolley, a municipal corporation of the State of Washington (hereinafter the
“City”); and _Affordable Tree Service by Gilligan Logging_, (hereinafier the “Contractor”)
hereby agree as follows:

I. THE PROJECT: The Contractor agrees to complete the following project, utilizing the
best available materials and labor, and in accordance with bid specifications and contractor”
proposal (if any), project plans and technical specifications:

Remove seven trees from fire training area on 3" Street.

II. GENERAL CONDITIONS: The General Conditions of this agreement are the
Standard Specifications for Road, Bridge and Municipal Construction, Current Edition, issued by
the State of Washington and the APWA, modified as follows:

A. Definitions and Terms:

1. Whenever the terms “Washington State Transportation Commission”, “State
Department of Transportation”, or variations of same are used in the Standard specifications,
they shall be construed to mean “City of Sedro-Woolley” or “Owner”.

2. Where references are made to the “State Treasurer”, the term shall be
construed to mean the City’s “Finance Director”.

3. Where the term “Secretary of Transportation” or ‘“District Administrator” are
used, the terms shall be construed to mean the duly authorized representative of the City.

B. Project Manager: The term “engineer” s understood to be the City’s Project
Manager, who is the City’s representative to the Contractor for all purposes under this
agreement. The City designates _ Dean Klinger as its Project Manager.
Contractor designates as its Project Manager.

C. Business License: A City Business and Occupation License is required, and
Contractor is responsible for payment of the taxes imposed thereunder.

D. Equal Employment Responsibilities: Contractor agrees that it shall actively solicit
the employment of minority group members. contractor further agrees that it shall actively
solicit bids for the subcontracting of goods of services from qualified minority businesses.
contractor further agrees to consider the grant of subcontracts to said minority bidders on the
basis of substantially equal proposals in the light most favorable to said minority businesses.
The Contractor shall be required to submit evidence of compliance with this section to the
Project Manager. As used in this section, the term “minority business” means a business at least
fifty-one percent of which is owned by minority group members. Minority group members
include, but are not limited to, Blacks, Women, Native Americans, Orientals, Eskimos, Aleuts,
and Spanish Americans.

This subparagraph replaces section 1-07.11(1) through (10) of the General conditions. If
this contract includes Federal funds, contractor must comply with the foregoing section of the
General conditions.




E. Taxes: Contractor is responsible for payment of all applicable taxes, including state
sales tax on those projects subject to it. Taxes are deemed to be included in the amounts
invoiced to the City.

F. Bonding Requirements: The City requires the following bonds; combination
documents, cash deposits, or assigned savings accounts are acceptable alternatives:

1. Bid Bond: 5%, if the work is subject to bid procedures;

2. Contract bond in the form made a part of this agreement. In lieu thereof for
projects of $25,000 or less, at the contractor’s option, retainage of 50% will be held until
releasable under RCW 39.08.010.

G. Insurance: Contractor agrees to obtain liability insurance naming the City as an
additional insured in amounts and in the form acceptable to the city, and to provide a Certificate
of Insurance to this effect.

H. Traffic Control: The Contractor shall furnish all flagging and maintain all
temporary traffic control signs and devices necessary to control traffic during construction
operations at all locations. Traffic control plans and traffic control signs and devices shall
conform to the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices as adopted by the State of
Washington, and shall be approved in advance by the Traffic Engineer. Unless provided for
specifically in the contract, no additional compensation will be made for traffic control.

III. PAYMENT

A. The maximum payable hereunder is $__1400.00

B. The City agrees to pay the Contractor $

C. The Contractor will be paid on the basis of invoices for work satisfactorily
completed. Invoices are submitted to the Project Manager for approval prior to payment. No
final payment shall be made until the project is accepted by the City.

D. Prior to any payment hereunder, contractor is responsible for complying with
applicable Department of Labor and Industries and Department of Revenue requirements and
procedures. (General conditions section 1-07.9. If Federal Funds, Davis-Bacon Act and
Department of Labor requirements.) This includes obtaining and timely filing of Intent to Pay
Prevailing Wages, Affidavit of Wages paid, Notice of Completion of Public Works Contract, and
any other required documents.

E. Retainage will be administered in accordance with RCW 60.28.010(1).

IV. SCOPE OF PROJECT, TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS AND CONDITIONS OF
WORK:

A. Term of contract: contractor shall begin work as soon as is practicable and will
complete work on or before ~ December 31, 2006

ISSUE: Should the Council authorize the mayor to sign the attached interlocal agreement
regarding the use of Burlington’s court clerks?

BACKGROUND:  Sedro-Woolley has long enjoyed the informal use of Burlington’s court
clerks when ours is sick or on vacation. Recently, the Skagit County district court administrator
recommended to both parties that we enter into a more formalized relationship. Attached is an
interlocal agreement between the cities to allow us to do what we are already doing. Judge Stiles
has reviewed the agreement and supports its adoption.

RECOMMENDATION: Motion to authorize the mayor to sign the interlocal agreement.



INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN CITY OF SEDRO-WOOLLEY AND
CITY OF BURLINGTON

This Agreement is entered into between the City of Burlington and the City of
Sedro-Woolley pursuant to the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Chapter 39.34 RCW.

I. PURPOSE

The purpose of this Agreement is to provide clerk services as needed for the
continued operations of the Sedro-Woolley Municipal Court, predominately for vacation
and sick leave coverage.

II. SERVICES

When available and when needed because of personnel absences, the Burlington
Municipal Court will assign trained court clerks from its staff to work in the Sedro-
Woolley Municipal Court. Such request for services shall be made to the Burlington
Court Administrator by the Mayor of Sedro-Woolley or her designee.

III. COMPENSATION

The City of Sedro-Woolley agrees to reimburse the City of Burlington for costs
incurred by the City of Burlington in providing such services, at the hourly rate set forth
in the attached Exhibit “A,” together with mileage reimbursement paid by the City of
Burlington to employees required to drive to the City of Sedro-Woolley as reflected in
that same Exhibit. The rates established in Exhibit “"A” reflect the hourly rate paid by
the City of Burlington to its employees who provide such services, as well as the
mileage reimbursement rate paid by the City of Burlington.

Exhibit “A” shall be amended on January 1 of each year during the term of this
agreement, to reflect the then-current hourly rate and mileage rates paid by the City of
Burlington. Such amendment will become effective upon the City of Burlington’s
transmittal of the revised rate to the City of Sedro-Woolley, provided that Sedro-
Woolley may decline to accept such amendment in which event this Agreement shall be
deemed to be immediately terminated notwithstanding any other provision of this
Agreement.

The City of Sedro-Woolley will make payment to City of Burlington within thirty (30)
days of the conclusion of any week in which Burlington Municipal clerks work in the

Sedro-Woolley Municipal Court.

Burlington shall remain responsible for compensating such employee(s) for services
rendered to Sedro-Woolley, including the reimbursement of mileage and the payment of
all payroll taxes, fees, assessments, industrial insurance premiums, and retirement
benefits.

VI. INDENMIFICATION

Each party agrees to be responsible and assume liability for its own wrongful
and/or negligent acts or omissions, or those of their officials, officers, agents, or
employees to the fullest extent required by law. Each party shall defend, protect and
hold harmless the other party from and against all claims, suits and/or other actions
arising from any negligent or intentional act or omission of that party’s employees,
agents and/or authorized subcontractor(s) while performing under this Agreement. Itis
further provided that no liability shall attach to the City of Burlington by reason of
entering into this Agreement except as expressly provided herein.

If such claims are caused by or result from the concurrent negligence of
Burlington, or its agents, employees, and/or officers, and Sedro-Woolley, or its agents,
employees, and/or officers, then these indemnity provisions shall be valid and

BACKGROUND:

On February 13, 2006 Richard Nevitt of American Investment, LLC submitted a subdivision application
to divide approximately 0.95 acres zoned Residential 7 (R-7) into 7-residential lots. The application was
assigned permit number 06-SD-1. The Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Code designation for this
property is Residential 7 (R-7). R-7 zoning districts allow one single-family residence per lot with a 6000
sq. ft. minimum lot size (SWMC 17.12.030).

An initial review of the proposed project identified several deficiencies in regards to stormwater
infrastructure and the required play area. The applicant’s engineer, John Semrau of Semrau Engineering
& Surveying, worked with City staff to correct the deficiencies and in the process reduced the proposed
plat from 7-residential lots to 6-residential lots.

On June 19, 2006 after addressing staff comments and re-submitting corrected information, a Notice of
Complete Application and the application was reviewed in accordance with the State Environmental
Policy Act (WAC 197-11-800(6)(b)). A Mitigated Determination of Non-Significance (MDNS) was
issued on June 23, 2006. No comments were received and no appeal of the determination was filed.

On August 15, 2006 the Planning Commission held an open record public hearing to receive testimony
from City Staff, the applicant and the public. City staff presented testimony that the proposed preliminary
plat met the City’s requirements for preliminary approval. The applicant’s representative, John Semrau of
Semrau Engineering & Surveying, presented the project and provided testimony that his client felt that the
20ft all weather access running through the plat was not necessary. The City Engineer advised the
Planning Commission that the access was necessary for infrastructure maintenance and requested the
Planning Commission to keep it unchanged. Public testimony was received by Larry Lintz of 705 Jones

RE: Proposed ordinance to amend SWMC 8.04.075
DATE: September 13, 2006
ISSUE: Should the Council approve the draft ordinance?

BACKGROUND:  The code is a little vague with regard to our garbage billing practices for
condominium developments. We currently have several condo buildings seeking to have their
garbage billed to the condo homeowners’ association rather than to each individual condo unit
owner. This is in conflict with SWMC 8.04.072 which requires the owner as shown on title to be
responsible for the bill; not the owner and his or her several neighbors’ association. This is also
a problem in the event the association fails to pay the bill as the City is then required to place
liens on all of the owners’ units (rather than just those owners who failed to pay).

The proposed ordinance makes it clear that condominium units are to be treated as residences
(just like single family residences, duplexes and triplexes) and that they cannot be treated as
commercial or like apartment complexes.

RECOMMENDATION: Motion to approve the ordinance amending SWMC 8.04.075
regarding garbage services.

Section 2. This ordinance shall be effective five (5) days after passage and publication as
provided by law.
