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EXECUTIVE ORDER 13-01 

CLOSING HAMMER HERITAGE SQUARE DUE TO EXCESSIVE DAMAGE AND 
LOSS TO PUBLIC PROPERTY 

PREAMBLE 

Hammer Heritage Square was built as a community effort through significant volunteer 
contributions to provide a beautiful and comfortable place for the community to meet in 
downtown Sedro-Woolley. Recent vandalism in HHS has included setting fires in a bathroom, 
plugging toilets and flooding bathrooms, damage to the gazebo, overnight squatting, smoking 
and drinking. 

WHEREAS, significant damages has occurred in Hammer Heritage Square, including a recent 
spree of damage which occurred on May 28 and 29, 2013; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Sedro-Woolley cannot afford to repair and replace the park on a near 
daily basis; and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor is empowered to establish conditions for the use of city premises as 
detailed under SWMC 12.36.070; and 

WHEREAS, violations of this order may be enforced by orders of exclusion (no trespass orders) 
against violators pursuant to SWMC 12.36.080; 

NOW THEREFORE, I, Mike Anderson, Mayor of the City of Sedro-Woolley, by virtue of the 
power vested in my by the laws of the state of Washington and the City of Sedro-Woolley do, 
effective immediately, hereby order and direct as follows: 

1. 	Hammer Heritage Square hours. 

Hammer Heritage Square is closed to the public from 7:00 P.M. until 6:00 A.M. daily and no one 
shall remain in the park during those hours unless part of an authorized community event.
